DIPLOMATIC SKILLS WORKSHOPS: Offered to all three specializations, the workshops help grow the skills
necessary to successfully pursue international careers.

SPECIALIZATION CLASSES: Tailor-made to each of the three specializations, the classes offer a practitioner’s
view of the most important issues in the field of international organizations, international security or foreign
service.

STUDY VISITS: Study visits to embassies and international organizations based abroad (online) and in Warsaw.

LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM: Meetings in small groups (5-6 peers), with monthly assignments.
